Johne’s Disease goats must not be introduced. 

The animal/s must be the bona fide property of the Exhibitor for 3 months prior to showing.

The age of the animal shall be the actual age of the animal/s on the day of the Show.

All animal/s entered in-group classes must be entered in individual classes.

Animals may be checked for registration on arrival at the show.  All registered animals over 4 months must be tattooed.

Substitute animals may be entered but only one per class and these animals MUST be shown on the entry form.

An animal entered for exhibition shall be presented in the judging ring in its natural conformation and with normal show preparation.  Any animal found to have undergone any operation or procedure materially changing by exaggeration or minimization the structure or natural conformation of any body part will be disallowed for showing that animal.  The Exhibitor shall be reported to the Federal Board for any further section.

A completed entry form, together with entry fees, must be forwarded to the Show Secretary by 2nd June 2023.  
A fully completed Waybill as prescribed under the Stock Act must accompany all goats.

All animals coming from tick-restricted areas must have relevant stock clearances. 
 It is the Exhibitor’s responsibility to arrange for return permits and spraying of animals.

All goats to remain on the grounds until 2.30pm Show Day.
